The Director of Economic Development and Communications explained the PROPOSED 
COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT PLAN: 
Director Mann explained the proposed Community Improvement Plan provides existing 
commercial businesses with financial incentives to improve their building’s exterior 
facades, signage and/or building interior. Financial incentives will be in the form of grants 
and/or loans as made available through the Community Improvement Plan for eligible 
applicants. 
 
Eligible applicants/properties are those operating as a commercial use and are either 
commercially zoned and/or commercially taxed. The Community Improvement Area 
encompasses the Township of North Dundas in its entirety.  
 
Mr. Mann also stated the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing is pleased with the 
proposed Community Improvement Plan.
