                IMPROVING CELL SERVICES & BUILDING A PUBLIC SAFETY BROADBAND NETWORK IN 

EASTERN ONTARIO 

WHEREAS the revitalization of the economy of Eastern Ontario continues to be 

the primary objective of the Eastern Ontario Wardens’ Caucus (EOWC); 

AND WHEREAS the Eastern Ontario Wardens’ Caucus Inc. in its Economic 

Development Strategy for Eastern Ontario has identified the necessity of improving 

mobile broadband and cellular networks as critical to propelling innovation and 

economic growth in all sectors of the regional economy including manufacturing, 

agriculture, and transportation services;  

AND WHEREAS the Eastern Ontario Wardens’ Caucus and the Eastern Ontario 

Regional Network (EORN) have undertaken a detailed and comprehensive 

engineering analysis of the gaps in cellular coverage and capacity across the 

region;  

AND WHEREAS that analysis demonstrates the existence of significant gaps in 

both coverage and capacity that is impacting public safety, economic growth and 

the quality of life for residents 

AND WHEREAS EORN, on behalf of the EOWC, has prepared a full business 

case to support improvement and expansion of cellular networks and mobile 

broadband services across Eastern Ontario; 

AND WHEREAS establishing a Public Safety Broadcast Network (PSBN) for First 

Responders is a national imperative; 

AND WHEREAS EORN is proposing the development of a Public Safety 

Broadcast Network pilot project covering Eastern Ontario to support a national 

network; 

AND WHEREAS the Eastern Ontario Wardens’ Caucus has proven itself capable 

of designing, building and delivering a major telecommunications project on behalf 

of the businesses and citizens of Eastern Ontario, Ontario and Canada:  

NOW THEREFORE be it resolved that the Corporation of the Township of North 

Dundas hereby strongly supports submission of The Eastern Ontario Regional 

Cellular Mobile Broadband Project as the region’s highest economic development 

priority; 
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AND FURTHER THAT North Dundas Council requests that both MP Guy Lauzon 

and MPP Jim McDonell work closely with the EOWC and EORN on this essential 

infrastructure project.

THAT Council adopt the 2016 Audited Financial Statements as prepared by our 
audit firm BDO Canada, LLP. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
The Municipal Act, Section 296(1) states:  
“Auditor- A Municipality shall appoint an auditor licensed under the Public 
Accounting Act, 2004 who is responsible for, 

(a) annually auditing the accounts and transactions of the municipality and its 
local boards and expressing an opinion on the financial statements of 
these bodies based on the audit; and 

(b) performing duties required by the municipality or local board.” 
 
The auditors completed their audit of our books and records and attended at the 
last council meeting to present the report of their findings resulting from said 
audit and to issue an expression of their opinion on our financial statements. 
 
OPTIONS AND DISCUSSION:  

1. Do not adopt the financial statements: we will be in violation of section 
296(1) of the Municipal act – this action is neither warranted nor 
recommended. 

2. Adopt the financial statements as presented; this option is warranted and 
recommended. The financial data for the 2016 fiscal year has been 
prepared the Finance Staff in collaboration with all departments, the data 
has been audited by our auditors, who are independent of the municipality 
and who have a duty to report to the council of the municipality and the 
auditors are in a position to be able to report on the financial statements.
