Township of North Dundas Staff present included CAO, Angela Rutley; Township Planning
Technician, Jamila Sheffield and Clerk, Jo-Anne McCaslin who recorded the minutes.

Chairperson Boyce called for a motion to open the public meeting.

Moved by Allan Armstrong and seconded by John Thompson that the
Public Meeting of Council to consider a Zoning By-law Amendment to
the former Township of Mountain Zoning By-law No. 79-6 be hereby
called to order at 7:00 pm. Applicant — Edwin Duncan

The Chairperson confirmed that in accordance with Section 34 of the Planning Act and
Ontario Regulation 545/06, Public Notices were mailed out, faxed and a sign posted
on October 2, 2017.

The Chairperson declared the meeting properly constituted as per the requirements of the
Planning Act and called the meeting to order. An attendance sheet was circulated.

A detailed planning report and draft by-law prepared by Planning Technician, Jamila
Sheffield was previously circulated to Council. The Chairperson then turned the meeting
over to Ms. Sheffield who then made a power point presentation outlining the proposed
amendment.

It was pointed out by the Planning Technician that if a person or public body does not
make oral submissions at this public meeting or make written submissions to North
Dundas Township before the by-law is passed, the person or public body may not be
entitled to appeal the decision of the Council of North Dundas to the Ontario Municipal
Board.

Jamila Sheffield explained the Edwin Duncan Amendment
The Township of North Dundas received a site specific application to amend the former
Township of Mountain Zoning By-law No. 79-6, as amended to rezone a property from

Rural (RU) to Rural — Exception Twenty-Two (RU-22).

The area affected by this By-law is described as Part of Lot 13, Concession 2 being Part
1 on Reference Plan 8R-2697, Geographic Township of Mountain, now the Township of
North Dundas.

If adopted, the subject property will be rezoned to limit the permitted uses to a retail store
and storage, an office and a single detached dwelling.

The subject land is not the subject of any other application under the Planning Act. Site
Plan approval will be required before any building permits can be issued.

Comments received under Section 34(15) of the Planning Act:

Ministries & Public Bodies:

South Nation Conservation advised they do not object to the application but recommended
that the applicant be made aware of the potential Regulated Area on the property and
further recommended that the applicant contact SNC for more information when the
property is being developed. In addition, County Road setbacks will apply to the subject
property for the front yard (County Road 3) and exterior side yard (County Road 16.)

No formal comments were received.

The Chairperson asked the Applicant and Members of Council if they had any questions
or concerns and then opened the Public Meeting to questions and comments from the
public.

Applicant, Edwin Duncan was not present for the public meeting.
