This report will summarize SNRCA achievements and activities over past weeks since my last
report to Council:

1) Ournew CEO Angela Coleman had an unfortunate accident in early July where she had a

serious break in her lower leg. However, after a few weeks of recuperating at home and
supervising the Authority from home and with the able assistance of on-site supervisors,
all has progressed well. She has been back at work since late July and although still
wearing her cast, has progressed well and is leading with enthusiasm.

In February | presented you with a list of monthly activities that South Nation
Conservation Authority would be having to celebrate our 70t as well as Canada’s 150th,
All have gone very well including the most recent bus tour from 8:00 am —4:00 pm on
September 19" through parts of North Stormont, North Dundas, Edwardsburg-Cardinal
and South Dundas - from viewing some of the projects/sites from the bus as we slowly
passed areas (eg the dam and dyke at Crysler) to touring various areas. The bus was fully
loaded and all aboard including Deputy Mayor Gerry and his wife Lorna seemed to really
enjoy and learn from the tour.

For your reading pleasure | have included “six handouts” from the tour.

A reminder that Deputy Mayor Gerry is a Member of the SNCA Communications
Committee.

There are four standing Committees: Fish & Wildlife; Forestry; Clean Water;
Communications. Each of these committees is made up of community members, meets
at least four times a year and makes recommendations to the Board, that | have always
seen accepted. North Dundas is well represented on these committees.

A couple of years ago the practice of inviting the Chair or a Rep to Board Meetings was
implemented so that the highlights of the Meeting could be personally presented and
they would be present as the information was accepted and approved by the Board.

At the most recent Board Meeting on September 28th , the 2018 Fee schedule was
presented and accepted after questions and explanations. Generally speaking it added

2% to most Fees and added the Hunting Fee to the list. Each Municipality will receive a
copy in the near future.

After explaining and satisfying the members with explanations, the SNCA Board
approved now accepting Electronic Signatures on documents.

SNCA - and specifically our Communications’ Lead John Mesman - is leading a St.
Lawrence River Student Summit that will provide training to High School Students as
well as other Conservation Authorities. The province is providing the $19,500.00 funding
for the programme and this is a first for the province.

This programme will be presented this Fall to about 140 students at a Camp near
Godfrey which is north of Kingston and is part of the ICE (Innovation, Creativity and
Entrepreneurship) Training for High School Students that emphasizes experiential
learning programmes.

You will remember that late last year SNCA formed a Forest Conservation Working
Group made up of Agricultural Representatives led by Jackie Pemberton to review and
offer suggestions by mid 2017 re the concern that has been raised concerning Forest
Depletion in our area. The Committee reported back and recommended continued work
by a new committee with broader representation.

The new Committee Structure as recommended by the Committee was approved at our
meeting on September 28", has had funding approved, will report back to our Board
and will be made up of Members from: Agriculture — 3; Counties — 1; Municipalities —
2; Developers—1;  Forestry/Woodlot Operators — 3, Eastern Ontario First Nations
Working Group—1; SNCA - 1; Community Member at Large — 1, for a total of 13
Members. We look forward to positive recommendations that include input from all
stakeholders.

We approved funds for updating our IT Network Equipment and Services before the
end of 2017,

Staff led by Cheyene Brunet confirmed funding for the planting of about 100,000
seedlings over a three week period in the spring of 2018,

10) Attached FYl is a Press Release that explains a $997,654.00 Federal Grant for SNCA —

officially received on August 23" at a property just south and west of Winchester.
Grants are really important to us and they account for more than 50% of our spending,
thus supplementing the levy dollars from our municipalities.



11) Cindy Saucier, a Councillor for Russell Township and a more than 20 year volunteer at
South Nation —and for Conservation, was recognized yesterday by our Board for her
work and the example that she sets. Congratulations to Cindy!

12) On Saturday, September 23™, the Eastern Nut Growers’ Association had a bus tour that
included an hour tour at our Qak Valley site. Murray Inch, a volunteer for about the past
20 years gave a guided tour with detailed explanations. As well, Murray is responsible
for the many signs that have been posted there explaining the various areas and trees. A
very well-received visit!
